1 COMMERCIAL MEMBERS - PRIVILEGES & CONDITIONS

The following privileges and conditions apply to Commercial Members of the International Harbour Masters’ Association.  They will:
1. Have access to members’ name and address lists, via the website, in the same way as existing members, subject to the provisions of any legal constraints that may apply.

2. Receive notice of and be able to attend seminars at members’ prices.

3. Receive notice of and be entitled to purchase papers and publications at members’ prices or receive them free of charge, as the case may be.

4. Have arrangements for priority booking of any display stand space that may be provided at events organised by the Association and to reduced costs compared with non members at events other than the biennial Congress.

5. Have notice of and opportunities to provide speakers at seminars and technical meetings; also to provide short articles, for The Harbour Master or other publications by IHMA, subject to the overriding requirements of the objectives and balance of the programme or the publication and the Objectives of the Association.

6. Have options to sponsor The Harbour Master, the Association’s website and, when opportunity offers, other publications and events organised by IHMA at considerably reduced cost compared with non members.

7. Have assistance from IHMA, on terms to be agreed and according to the circumstances of the case, to seek to make arrangements to submit new equipment and products for evaluation and appraisal by Association members or a working group established from time to time by IHMA.

8. Be permitted to display on their stationery in a position of secondary prominence the current and official crest, emblem or logo of the International Harbour Masters’ Association.  The logo may be accompanied, if the member wishes, by the words ‘Commercial Member of IHMA (or of ‘the International Harbour Masters’ Association’).

1.1 Conditions

9. No other words concerning membership of IHMA shall be used in the vicinity of the logo.

10. Commercial Members shall not say or imply nor permit their servants or agents to say or imply that membership of IHMA means that IHMA or its members support, approve or prefer the goods or services supplied by the Commercial Member.

11. All Commercial Members will be asked to nominate one person with whom IHMA’s Officers and Secretary can liaise in the English language on all IHMA matters.

12. Members joining in September or later may be asked to also pay the following year’s subscription.
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
