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INTERNATIONAL HARBOUR MASTERS’ ASSOCIATION

FULL MEMBERSHIP APPLICATION

1 Eligibility

The following are eligible to apply to become Full Members of the Association:

a ‘Harbour masters’, as defined in Article VI of the IHMA Constitution, – see 2 below.

b Persons who occupy a position of responsibility for the discharge of Harbour Masters' functions at a place where no one person exercises the full jurisdiction of a ‘Harbour master’ as defined in Article VI and who also meet the requirements prescribed by the Executive Committee.

c Persons who occupy a position of responsibility for the discharge of Harbour Masters' functions as the deputy or assistant of a person holding or eligible for full membership under sub-paragraphs 1a or 1b above and who also meet the requirements prescribed by the Executive Committee.

2 IHMA's Definition of a Harbour Master

Under Article VI of the IHMA Constitution a ‘harbour master’ is that person who, whatever may be his local title of office, holds a managerial position in marine operations and exercises this role at a place and in ways that normally meet one or more of the following criteria:

2 Jurisdiction is exercised over the water frontage or water area of a port or port approach;

3 A legal and / or operational responsibility for the movement of shipping may be involved;

4 In undertaking their role they possess an authority conferred on them by law, regulations or rules;

5 There is significant involvement in ensuring that port or marine operations within the area of their jurisdiction are carried out safely.
Aim and Objectives

The aim is to unite those responsible for the safe, secure, efficient and environmentally sound conduct of marine operations in port waters into one professional body to further the objectives of IHMA.
The Objectives of the Association are to:

6 Promote the safe, secure, efficient and environmentally sound conduct of marine operations in port waters;
7 Develop and foster collaboration and good relations among harbour masters world-wide;
8 Represent the professional views of harbour masters internationally, regionally and nationally;
9 Promote the professional standing and interests of harbour masters generally;
10 Collect, collate and supply information of professional interest to the membership and to provide any other service to the membership that may, from time to time, be deemed appropriate.
3 Subscriptions

The full year subscription for 2011 is £180 GB Pounds.
Annual subscriptions are invoiced on 1st January of each year.  Members joining after 31 March are charged a pro-rata rate for the balance of the year remaining.

4 Payment

You will be invoiced on completion of a successful application.  However, in general, payment can be accepted by: Credit card or Bank-to-Bank credit or a cheque drawn on a UK bank.
